What is Babytime?
Babytime programs introduce very young children and their 
caregivers to the wonderful world of language. These experi-
ences encourage early brain development with verbal, aural and 
visual stimulation. Babies become comfortable around language, 
books, the library and other babies. Caregivers are introduced 
to songs, rhymes and finger plays that can be repeated at home. 
Library staff can suggest age-appropriate books for babies. 

What is Storytime?
Storytime introduces preschool children to the pleasure of 
stories and gets them excited about learning to read. They 
learn about themselves and the world around them. Children 
are introduced to new language and concepts through the best 
of contemporary and traditional children’s literature. Repeated 
rituals make children feel secure and comfortable. Carefully 
selected age-appropriate books, songs and rhymes feature 
the elements of early literacy. Caregivers gain ideas for how to 
interpret and use books with their children and gain a reper-
toire of songs and rhymes to use in educational play at home. 

The single most important activity in help-
ing your child get ready to read is reading 
aloud. Before a child can learn to read, he 
need a solid foundation of pre-reading skills. 

A child who enjoys stories and books will 
want to learn to read. Reading aloud to your 
child builds his vocabulary, which will help 
him recognize words when he learns to read 
for himself. Being able to tell or retell a story 
helps the child understand what he has read. 

Print is all around us! Show your child words 
and letters wherever you see them. Books, 
signs, games and labels all present opportu-
nities for learning. Singing songs and playing 
rhyming games helps children hear the smaller 
sounds in words. Most children who have an 
understanding of this have an easier time 
learning to read. Regular visits to the public 
library give you and your child access to many 
thousands of books that can help build these 
necessary skills.
